COMMUNITIES FOR CHILDREN
You may not be aware, but GAPDL have a second
portfolio – Communities for Children. While the
Tourism team work hard to promote and support
businesses, activities and events in the region, the
Communities for Children team work hard to
promote and support the services and
opportunities available for parents and carers
around the job of raising children.   We believe that
a region that works hard to develop a culture of
inclusion and support for the people living there, is
an attractive region to visit. Whether visitors are
coming for a holiday or for work, being welcomed
by the locals always makes for a great experience.

GAPDL are contracted by the Federal Department
of Social Services and are known as the Facilitating
Partner for the Communities for Children (CfC)
project. The CfC staff are tasked to stay connected
to all sectors relevant to children pre-birth to 12
years, identifying gaps in services and/or new
emerging needs for our community. They then
subcontract organisations or individuals – known
as Community Partners – to deliver programs and
services to meet the identified needs.  

We are very thankful for the Federal funding
however we are also aware that the needs in our
region exceed what that funding can provide. By
taking GAPDL CfC Membership, you will
contribute to the provision of programs and
supports such as Circle of Security Parenting,
Tuning In To Kids, Little Steps Multicultural
Playgroup and other evidence based programs.
100% of membership fees are used for contracting
the delivery of programs/supports and the
provision of the Nutchee Building (including
consumables) at the Philip Street Families and
Children Precinct.
